“BROWN SWISS”  CLOCK UP SERIOUS INTEREST!

One of the largest crowds seen at a Sale for some considerable time, converged on Webscott Farm, Myddle, Nr Shrewsbury; for the “Unique Opportunity” Sale of Brown Swiss cattle on behalf of Jack and Barclay Taylor who were offering the entire unselected group of Milking cows (Third calvers and below) and all of the In-calf and Maiden heifers. The impressive catalogue and the quality of the cattle it contained drew a large crowd of prospective buyers from all over the country from as far North as Carlisle, several eager buyers from South Wales, and as far south as Devon, whilst several animals were also secured for Northern Ireland.

The Taylors have been developing the Brown Swiss portion of their herd at Webscott over the last few years sourcing quality stock from Germany which they have done with great success. These cattle have been run alongside their first class Burnbrae herd of Pedigree Holsteins, and performed impressively achieving a most credible herd average of 8497kg 4.82% Fat and 3.58% Protein.

Trade was certainly as impressive as the stock on offer! It was an In-Calf heifer that made the headline for the day at 5600gns for Webscott Pride Enid PI a daughter of R Hart Christians Pride and bred from the wonderful Enid line complemented by six generations of Very Good and Excellent cows;  this Summer calving heifer created much interest with her earlier family members keenly sought! She was secured by Messrs Robert Allwood, Ash with Jack and Barclay Taylor retaining a half share in her as she was the final member of the Enid line.
Taking the leading price in the milking portion was lot 40 and what a fine example of the breed she was; Webscott CP Enid PI (GP84-2yr) (VG87-MS) a super daughter of Cancourt Prince ET and bred from a marvellous cow family boasting six generations of cows scored Very Good or Excellent, this heifer was still milking in her heifer lactation and due to calve mid August to Etvei. Purchasers fought to secure this super prospect, the hammer finally falling at 4000gns with the lucky bidder being Kevin Thomas of Whitland, Carmarthenshire, who went back home with a wonderful load of eighteen animals altogether.
The dam of this super heifer was the next to take the limelight at 3900gns, appearing early on in the sale as (Lot 3);  this tremendous dairy cow Webscott Enid PI (Ex90) who had successfully proved herself as having the ability to breed quality offspring is due to calve in July to Sun-Made Garbro Pronto ET,  she was cruising along giving 20kg daily, and is making her way to her new home at Tufton, Haverfordwest to take residence with her new owners Messrs  H M & D D Vaughan, who were also the lucky buyers of a super heifer calf Webscott Zeus Emma PI sired by Red Brae Prelude Zeus, born August 2006 and from the noted Emma line, with a super back pedigree.
A great fresh calved heifer was the next to woo the crowd; Webscott Becks Anna PI (VG85-2yr) (VG87-MS) was milking well achieving just a shade short of 30kg and was secured by Messrs E Thomas of Gelligatrog, Dyfed.
Another fresh calved heifer that had earned a few ticks by her in the catalogue was Webscott Playboy Jillian PI,  this well bred heifer featured a double Excellent in the pedigree and looked like making a great cow, it was Brian Miller that saw the potential in this animal and fought to secure her for 2500gns for his Somerset based herd.
Messrs T W Darlington tried hard all day to secure animals for their herd based at  Bell O’The Hill, Whitchurch; the first cow they purchased was (Lot 7) for 2200gns, Webscott Dollmae PI (GP84) a huge daughter of Cancourt ES Stockton ET and bred from a rock solid American family, this good breeding cow had a couple of splendid daughters in the sale and was due to calve in August to Prunki with her fourth calve. The Darlington’s also took several other astute buys home with them. One of these was a Maiden heifer Webscott Pride Anna PI which was looking the part and secured for 2100gns.
Bulls met a roaring trade with the top lot realising at 5100gns! (Lot 62) Webscott Firecrest a Top Acres Brinks son was secured by Messrs TDR & JA Rees of LLandysul, Ceredigion.
