6800 GNS LEAD BID IS ‘BELLE OF THE BALL’ 
AT CAEREINION DISPERSAL
One of the best kept secrets in Holstein breeding circles was dispersed at Tynllan Farm, Castle Caereinion, Nr.Welshpool in Mid Wales; the Caereinion Herd, the property of Mr. & Mrs. Newton Davies and their sons, Gareth and Ian who are retiring from milk production. The herd can trace its roots back almost fifty years when the prefix was first registered in 1960, but in the last fifteen years or so many internationally famous cow families have been added and the most successful of these is undoubtedly the Belle family which originates from the joint purchase of Pickland Threat Belle (Ex94) for 11000 gns at the UIllswater Dispersal Sale in the early nineties.
A huge crowd were present from all over and the cattle were distributed from Cumbria to Devon, to Northern and Southern Ireland but the greatest number of buyers travelled north from South West Wales. In total some ninety buyers were recorded.
Top price was a very commendable 6800 gns for a member of the Belle family of which there were 58 in the sale and they indeed dominated the top prices, not all but the majority. Top seller was Caereinion Gibson Belle 66th (VG88), a second calf daughter of Gibson that calved in November, was giving 37 kg and was bred back to Mr.Sam. She was purchased by Cheshire based Semex agent, Kevin Naughton on behalf of a client. The same combinatation also purchased Caereinion Jolt Belle 49th (Ex92-2E), a fresh 4th calved cow giving 42 kg.

 Next in the price list was Caereinion Vision Belle 46th (Ex90), who is the 6th generation classified in the top two grades; she is milking with her 4th calf and was due back in November to Spirte. She sold to Henllan Farms Ltd of Whitland for their Caeremlyn Herd for 5200 gns.and they also purchased her December heifer calf by Shottle for 2400 gns. The same buyers also purchased Ecstasy Rubens Lou (VG87-3yr), a grand daughter of the famous Woodfield Inspiration Lou (Ex96-4E), for 4000 gns and Caereinion Forbidden Peach 6th (VG88-3yr) bred for six straight Excellent dams, for 3600 gns. The Rubens Lou was dam of the top priced heifer calf, the August 06 born Caereinion Champion Lou 2nd who sold for 3700 gns to join the Alderbarrow Herd of Brian and Leonora Whitfield.

Neil Evans of Wigton, Cumbria purchased several good individuals for his north country herd, his top price being the fresh second calver Caereinion Lheros Barb (VG-85-3yr) which he purchased for 3200 gns. This young cow  gave 8300 kg. as a heifer and has six generations of VG/EX cows in direct line behind her.

Two animals realised 3000 gns each; Montgomery RW Jordan Fantastic 2nd (VG87), a daughter of Roylane Jordan joins the Caernarfon, Gwynedd based Hendy Herd of A.R & E.R.Jones and the Champion cow in last years Montgomeryshire Herd Competition Caereinion Juror Belle 47th (Ex91) makes the long journey to South Western Ireland to join the Cork based Cradenhill Herd of Peter Kingston at the same price.
In-calf heifers sold to 2700 gns for Caereinion Outside Belle 93rd, a daughter of the Vision Belle that sold for 5200 gns. (see above), and was purchased by Martin Evans for his herd at Llangedwyn, Nr. Oswestry. Maiden heifers sold to 2000 gns for the 15 month Caereinion Talent Belle 104th, a daughter of the Juror Belle that was Montgomeryshire’s champion cow last year. The only bull in the sale, the al most two year old Caereinion Jaguar, an Outside son from the Peach family sold for 2100 gns to J R Wilkinson of Meifod, Powys. A total of 25 animals made 2000 gns or more.
