FERRERS DISPERSAL SALE RESOUNDING SUCCESS IN SUFFOLK BLUE TONGUE CONTROL ZONE
At the third time of setting a date for dispersing Brian and Leslie Hull’s FERRERS Herd of Pedigree Holstein cattle it finally happened, not at Beeston Castle Auction, Cheshire where it was originally planned to take place but at home on the farm at Church Farm, Occold, Nr. Eye in the county of Suffolk which of course is in the Blue Tongue Control Zone. This was a high risk strategy as the cattle could only be sold to farmers resident in the counties of Norfolk, Suffolk, Essex, Kent and parts of East Sussex and Cambridgeshire, all of which are counties which have a sparse dairy cow population. But despite this the sale worked and was a resounding success, although it has to said some age groups would have made more money had they been able to be sold outside the Control and Surveillance Zones.
There was a great crowd and plenty of bidders, with numerous people buying between ten and thirty cattle at the sale. The cattle were modern and very milky achieving a herd average in excess of 10800 kg. 3.96% butterfat and 3.08% protein. The calving pattern was also very favourable with nearly all the herd calving between August and March.

Top price was 2400 gns for the outstanding milking heifer Ferrers Jordan Isabel 3rd, a very tall daughter of Roylane Jordan who calved in June and was still milking 40 kg a day and was guaranteed back in calf for next June to Kamps-Hollow Convcd RSVP. She was one of 26 milkers purchased by Coopon Lavenham for their large herd at Bury St Edmunds. Two animals sold for 1780 gns and 1750 gns to R D & J Burridge of Fundenhall, Norwich and were the top priced animals in the 21 head that they purchased. The higher priced animal was a fresh third calver by Keystone Pyrex giving nearly 50 kg a day and the other was a fresh heifer by Mtoto giving 39.4 kg.

In-calf heifers sold to to 1420 gns twice for daughters of Sinatra and Garrison both due in early February and both purchased by Messrs Burridge. Maiden heifers sold to 600 gns for a daughter of Sandy-Valley Forbidden purchased by MJ & ML McCubbine of Horley, Surrey and heifer calves sold to 720 gns for red and white daughter of Gen-I-Beq Salto selling to J Read & Son of Tharston, Norwich.
