BIG CROWDS FOLLOW THE NORTH STAR FOR A PIECE OF 
THE MAYNE ACTION
A huge sale, full of top quality individuals in all age groups were the obvious attractions which encouraged so many people to make the long journey to the edge of the southern coast of the Moray Firth in North East Scotland for the dispersal of the entire MAYNE Herd of Pedigree Holstein cattle the property of Dean and Andrew Anderson who were ceasing milk production in favour of expanding their very successful beef suckler cow enterprise.
The sale numbered in excess of 650 head and with quality being out of the top drawer; in all age groups the cattle displayed fantastic dairy strength with width, great legs and feet and the milkers had wonderful udders. This, allied to their natural production achieving an average in excess of 10500 kg. at 4% butterfat on twice daily milking were major factors in attracting so many people to gravel so far to the sale. The main destinations where the cattle were distributed to were South West Scotland, Northern Ireland, Cumbria and the North of England, Cheshire and North Wales with others going as far south as Herefordhire, Somerset and Kent as well as a small load of 11 animals being sold to three different buyers in the Republic of Ireland. Buyers from the Islands of Orkney were there in numbers with eight different breeders purchasing 74 head. Although there are now only a little over twenty milk producers left in North East Scotland, they were very active at the sale and included the sale’s volume buyer, Drumduan Farms of Auldearn, Nairn who purchased 104 Head for the Newmeadow Herd.
As one can imagine with having a wonderful herd of cattle and a huge crowd of potential buyers present keen to acquire the stock on offer could only result in a wonderful trade and this indeed was the case. Right from the offset trade was fast and furious and after eight hours selling on the first day and a further four and half on the second, some 657 animals had passed through the ring to average just under £1400 per life and no less than 86 sales were concluded at 2000 gns or more to a top of 5000 gns.
Top price was reserved for well over halfway through the second day when the eighteen month old heifer Mayne Jackson Barb, sired by Weeton Jackson and bred from six generations of Excellent dams, strutted her stuff in the ring; bidding quickly rose to 5000 gns when the hammer fell down to local breeders S G Mair & Sons for their Deveronside Herd at Turriff, Aberdeenshire.
The top price on day one was 4800 gns. for Mayne Convincer Sarah (VG88-2yr), a milking heifer by Wa-Del Convincer with two Excellent dams, due with her second to Zenith in August. She was purchased by the Bryntirion Herd in Cheshire who also purchased Almond Leduc Beauty (Ex90), a fourth calf g.dtr of the former All American and All Canadian Mature Cow, Rainyridge Tony Beauty (Ex-5E) 8* and the milking heifer Mayne Leader Romance (VG86) for 3700 gns each.

Making the long trip to Southern Ireland was the outstanding Mayne Redstone Raquel (VG89-3yr) who has just completed a yield of over 11600 kg. with her second and is due again in July to Mr.Sam. She sold for 4700 gns. to join the Baldonnell Herd of Cyril Dowling based near Dublin. Her yearling heifer by Weeton Jackson sold for 2800 gns to join the Ballycrochan Herd of Aubrey Paterson in Co. Down Northen Ireland. Also making the journey across the water was Primo Jed Jenny (Ex91-5yr) (Ex93-MS), a 7th generation VG/EX third calf daughter of Jed who sold to Ivan Robinson for his Ravara Herd at Ballygowan, County Down. 

Another third calver to catch the eye was Mayne Amadeus Seabreeze (VG88-3yr), who is due in August to Champion; this daughter of Moorshard Amadeus sold to Richard Danforth for 3300 gns to join his Richmark Herd at Tadcaster, West Yorkshire. Selling at just 100 gns less and also travelling down to the east coast of northern England  was the very powerful Mayne Jed Dolly (VG89), another daughter of Jed milking with her second having calved last October; she sold to G & B Stevenson & Sons at Liverton, Cleveland. Also crossing the border to England, but only just, was Primo Jed Celeste (EX91-2E), a daughter of Hanoverhill Raider and the fourth generation VG/EX, who joins the Wormanby Herd of Harold Hodgson at Carlisle for 3100 gns.
Three animals made 3000 gns each; the first was Cramar Sky Myra (VG89-3yr), a daughter of Rosedale Big Sky who joins the Bryntirion Herd in Cheshire. The next was Mayne Magik Beam (VG87-2yr) who calved for the first time in December; she sold to Alastair Laird for his herd at West Linton, Peebleshire. The third at this price was the fresh heifer Mayne Gibson Tortoise, by Silky Gibson off an Excellent dam who sold to the Drumchapel Estate at Brechin.

Trade was fast and furious all through both days of the sale but the most fiercest bidding was reserved for the in-calf heifers who sold to a top 2900 gns for Mayne Allen Beauty, a daughter of Canyon Breeze Allen off the 3700 gns. Almond Leduc Beauty (Ex90). She was the only purchase of J & E Innes of Cawdor, Nairn. George Anderson of Lisburn, Northern Ireland picked up several of the best bred heifers, his top price being 2800 gns. for Mayne Kite Savana, a member of the Sunshine family.
Heifer calves born this year were also very keenly sought and sold to 1300 gns for the February born Mayne Drake Barb whose dam is a sister to the dam of the top seller. She makes her way to Southern Ireland to join the Lemrac Herd of Noel and Teresa Moore in County Westmeath.
A total of 86 lots made 2000 gns or more.
